2 BD: Founded as “Breitkopf” in 1719. On 1% November, 1795, Christoph Gottlob Breitkopf concluded a
contract of partnership with Gottfried Christoph Hartel (1763-1827). This was followed in 1796 by a secret
contract of sale in which the entire Breitkopf business was made over to Gottfried Christoph Hértel. The latter
was also declared universal heir by Breitkopf shortly before his death in 1800.

3 BD: Joseph WoIf(f)l (1773-1812), once a pupil of Leopold’s at the cathedral music school (Kapellhaus) 1783-
1786, son of Johann Paul Wolf(f)l, administrator of the St.-Johannis-Spital [“St John’s Hospital”] close to

Salzburg.
